SPLASHDOWN QUAYWEST WATERPARK – FRIDAY 10TH JULY 2026 

 
Your child is due to take part in the Splashdown Quaywest Waterpark trip on Friday 10th July

We will be travelling to Quaywest by coach from The King’s School and will depart at 9am 
prompt.

Students will need to bring / wear the following: 
 
 Please can students arrive at school with suitable (see below) swimwear on 

underneath their travel clothing, as the changing rooms are very busy first thing in 
the morning, and this will avoid having to queue 

 Suitable swimwear for water rides and slides (bikinis are not suitable). Students may 
wish to wear a rash vest / t-shirt / shorts / leggings over swimwear for protection / 
warmth 

 Towel 
 Goggles (if required) 
 20p coin for locker 
 Sun cream 
 Hat 
 Warm clothing / waterproof coat in the event of poor weather 
 Those with any current illness / allergies / asthma should remember their medication 

/ antihistamine / inhalers for this activity 
 
Students will also need to bring a packed lunch and enough fluids to last the day (this will be 
provided for any student entitled to free school meals). 
 
There will be an opportunity for children to buy additional refreshments / souvenirs if they 
wish so can bring a small amount of spending money however this will be the students’ own 
responsibility. There is a small café on site, but queues are often lengthy.  
 
Please note that Quaywest do NOT allow the following: 
 

× Piercings, jewellery, wearing of glasses on slides 
× Cut-off jeans, trousers, baggy shorts beyond knee length on slides
