YEAR 6 LIAISON: MONDAY 6TH – FRIDAY 10TH JULY 2026 

 
Your child is due to take part in Year 6 Liaison during Project Week 2026.  
 
We are looking forward to having your child support the Year 6 students during their 
Induction Week at The King's School. They will play a key role in supporting the transition of 
Year 6 students. 

Key arrangements are as follows: 

 On Monday morning students should meet in the Main Hall by 8.45am. 
 On other days students must register with their allocated teaching group in their tutor 

base during morning and afternoon registration. 
 Normal school times will apply - each day will finish at 3.30pm. 
 Students do NOT need to wear school uniform but should be wearing clothes that are 

suitable for the school environment. 
 All normal school rules apply during the week including the “off and away” mobile 

phone policy. 
 
Our students have an incredibly responsible job during the whole week. The Year 6 students 
will be looking to them as a role model. We will be expecting all our helpers to be model 
students.  
 
Before Monday 6th July it would be helpful if you could discuss with your child, the following 
points: 
 
 They need to try and get to know the students in their allocated class. They should talk 

to them all and make them feel welcome. 
 They need to try and be aware of the needs of the Year 6 students. Helpers should 

encourage, support and assist them as necessary. If they think that a student is 
struggling, they may need to alert a member of staff. 

 They should be enthusiastic, keen and show initiative – join in where appropriate and 
assist the teacher when they can.  

 
Your child will be asked to sign a Code of Conduct in school before Project Week and a 

copy is attached for your information.
